As an entry-level industrial manufacturing technician, you’ll operate industrial production-related 
equipment, work with manufacturing-related tools and perform work processes related to a wide variety 
of manufacturing settings.  
 
What is my earning potential? 
The average manufacturing technician salary in Wisconsin is $40,950 per year or $21.00 per hour. Entry 
level positions start at $35,100 per year while more experienced workers make up to $60,000* per year.

There are many different career paths you can pursue as an entry-level manufacturing technician. Some 
opportunities for new challenges and career growth include:
